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THE HISTORY OF THE FLEA MARKET

After 1870, the rag-and-bone men set camp between the
fortifications and the first houses of Saint-Ouen village. From
then on, the unpacking of objects happened straight onto the floor,
every Sunday. In 1908, the Métro began to alight at this «Flea Fair»,
where the crowds were already thick.

From 1920, the flea market settled down and the markets Vernaison,
Malik, Biron and later Vallés were created. The gypsies, the chair
upholsterers and the guitar players began to play around with Afro-
American music and created gypsy jazz, since then closely tied to the
identity of the flea market.

After 1945, scrap metal merchants and rag-and-bone men gradually
gave way to second-hand goods and antique dealers, as well as g
clothes traders.
